The economy in San Diego 
county is headed for a ñboringò 
year and that is good news 
according to local economists 
and community leaders who 
participated in the 21st Economic 
Roundtable forecast event for 
San Diego County on January 
7th. Nearly 260 attendees heard 
the panelists predict the local 
economy would continue along 
its current slow but positive 
trajectory and forecast that 
25,000 new jobs would created 

in the county during ó05 (an 
increase of nearly 10,000 from 
ó04).  According to Ross Starr, 
economist from UCSD, ñNo 
major disasters or happy surprises 
are likely to occur and as a result 
my best guess is that 2005 will 
look a lot like 2004.ò (San Diego 
Union Tribune, January 8, 2005).
